Wood Shop safety

1. Safety glasses must be worn at all times in the wood shop.

2. Students shall not operate machine tools while wearing long sleeves, loose clothing, or jewelry. 

3. Long hair must be tied up

4. Before starting any machine tool, see that it is set to run at a safe speed

5. Do not operate any machine tool unless you are thoroughly familiar with it

6. Do not leave the machine unsafe for the next person.  Turn power off when leaving a machine for extended periods

7. Work must not be held by hand when drilling.  Clamp it properly and securely.

8. Do not attempt to lift heavy work.  Ask for help.

9. Work or material stock shall be placed on the floor, or machine in such a matter than no one can be injured by it.

10. Operator shall remove chips, oil and residue from machine and shall sweep chips from around machine area into a pile upon completion of machining operation.  Use a brush, rag, broom, ect. 

11. Use a hook or rake when removing chips from work, and only when the machine has stopped running.

12. Any slippery substances such as oil, grease, water, ect, spilled on the floor must be wiped up immediately.

13. A dirty shop means accidents.  Do not leave material laying around.  Do your part to keep the shop clean.

14. Grinders:

a. One operator only.

b. Stand aside when starting the machine.

c. Always wear safety glasses

d. Never operate a grinder without a guard over the wheel.

15.  Practical jokes, horseplay, wrestling, throwing objects, air hose games, loud unnecessary noises, or unusual commotion is positively forbidden.
